Standardized API : EJBs accessible as WebServices

Widespread in Administrations

Lotus Notes Migration use case

Lotus Notes in financial aid applications

Context
Proprietary solution
Cost of extensions
Information not stored in Relational Databases

Need for an open solution !



Bonita
Signature approval in French Finance Ministry use case

Complex process for signatures management

Context
Signatures are bobbled up toward the Minister
Various levels of hierarchy involved
Documents are referenced

Need for a flexible solution !

Three principals

Citizen (at the heart)
Agent
Designer

Framework for e-Government
Use case

The designer creates

a Bonita process model
a JCR Node Type
a Velocity Template



Framework for e-Government
Use case

The Citizen fills in the form and attaches a picture
A Node is created in the JCR “Draft” Workspace
A Bonita process is instantiated by an eXo Action



Framework for e-Government
Use case

The Agent displays his TODO list Portlet
He visualizes the submitted information
He approves or refuses the Form



Framework for e-Government
Use case

The Node is turned into XML thanks to JCR and sent
to Business Partners via WebServices

The Node can be turned into PDF thanks to an eXo
Read Action

The Node is moved to the “Backup” Workspace,
searchable and removed on legal delay expiration
